To celebrate the end of our ‘Shiver Me Timbers’ topic, we plan to have a special “Pirate
Day” in school. The day will include lots of fun pirate themed activities and games both
inside and outside on the field (weather permitting).

Even though they will be dressed as
pirates, the children will still need a warm coat (plus hat and gloves) as we will be outside
for a lot of the day.
